The U.S. envoy to Afghani-
stan said earlier this week that
a deal had been reached in
principle to end the war, amid
concerns by the Afghan govern-
ment that American forces will
leave too quickly and without
requiring the Taliban to reduce
violence.

Trump on Wednesday
restated his intention to end
the conflict prompted by the
Sept. 11, 2001, attacks.

Canada names new China
envoy amid damaged relations

TORONTO: Canada on
Wednesday announced the
appointment of a prominent
businessman as its new ambas-
sador to China amid damaged
relations following the arrest of
a top Chinese tech executive.

Prime Minister Justin
Trudeau announced Dominic
Barton, the former global man-
aging director of the influen-
tial consulting firm McKinsey
& Co, as the new envoy. Bar-
ton is head of the Trudeau gov-
ernment’s economic advisory
council.

Beijing’s embassy in Ottawa
said China has accepted the
nomination of Barton and said
the Chinese side “expects him
to play a positive role in pro-
moting the bilateral relations
back to the rlght track” Trudeau
fired the previous ambassador
after he said it would be “great”
if the US dropped its extradi-
tion request for Huawei execu-
tive Meng Wanzhou.

The arrest of the daughter
of the founder of Huawei at

Vancouver’s airport December
1 severely damaged relations
between China and Canada.

The US wants her extradited
to face charges that she commit-
ted fraud by misleading banks
about Huawei’s business deal-
ings in Iran.

China detained Canadians
Michael Kovrig and Michael
Spavor on December 10 in an
apparent attempt to pressure
Canada to release Meng.

China has stopped import-
ing certain Canadian products
like canola and meat, and it also
re-sentenced a convicted Cana-
dian drug smuggler to death
after the Meng arrest as part of
an apparent campaign of intim-
idation and retribution against
Canada.

Barton worked in Asia for
12 years as well as serving on
the board of the Asia Pacific
Foundation of Canada and
worked as an adjunct profes-
sor at Tsinghua University in
Beijing, according to online
biographies.

2 Indian students

imir Putin told his Japanese
counterpart Shinzo Abe on
Thursday that Tokyos mili-
tary ties with the United States
and many other issues made
it hard for Japan and Rus-
sia to sign a World War Two
peace treaty.

We have
to understand ... Japan’s com-
mitments to third countries,
including the United States,”
Putin said.
