India rebounds in June

Fuel consumption rose 1.5 per cent to 16.33 MT in June

NEW DELHI: Indias fuel
demand rebounded in June after
slumping to a nine-month low
in the previous month as restric-
tions to curb the spread of the
pandemic were eased, helping
economic activity and mobility
to pick up.

Fuel consumption rose 1.5
per cent to 16.33 million tonnes
in June from a year earlier and

by 8 per cent over May 2021,
data from the Petroleum Plan-
ning and Analysis Cell (PPAC)
of Ministry of Petroleum and
Natural Gas showed.

Petrol sales rose 5.6 per
cent year-on-year to 2.4 mil-
lion tonnes (MT) in June. It was
up 21 per cent from May sales
of 1.99 million tonnes.

Diesel - the most used fuel
in the country - rose 12 per cent
from May to 6.2 million tonnes,
but was down 1.5 per cent from
June 2020 and 18.8 per cent

from June 2019.

This is the first monthly
increase since March.

Fuel demand had recovered
to near-normal levels in March
before the onset of the second
wave of COVID-19 infections
led to the re-imposition of
lockdowns in different states,
stalling mobility and muting
economic activity. Consump-
tion in May slumped to its low-
est since August last year amid
lockdowns and restrictions in
several states.

Fuel demand showed signs
of resurgence in June after
restrictions began to be eased
and the economy gathered pace.

With COVID case addition
continuing to decline and vac-
cination pace picking up, state
governments have continued
to reopen, though some excep-
tions such as Maharashtra exist.

The then Oil Minister Dhar-
mendra Pradhan had last month
stated that India’s fuel demand
would recover to pre-pandemic
levels by the end of 2021.

Petrol crosses T100-mark in
UP, Chhattisgarh and Nagaland

NEW DELHI: Petrol price
on Saturday crossed the Rs
100-per-litre mark in some
places in Uttar Pradesh, Chhat-
tisgarh and Nagaland after fuel
prices were hiked yet again.

Petrol price was hiked by
35 paise per litre and diesel by
26 paise, according to a price
notification of state-owned fuel
retailers.

This took fuel prices across
the country to a fresh high.

In Delhi, petrol price rose
to Rs 100.91 a litre and diesel
to Rs 89.88 per litre.

The increase led to petrol
price surge above Rs 100 per-

litre- mark in Rampur district
of Uttar Pradesh, Kanker, Jash-
pur and Narayanpur districts
of Chhattisgarh and Kohima
in Nagaland.

The three states are in a
growing list of places where
the fuel is at over Rs 100-a-litre
mark. States where petrol had
reached those levels over the
past few weeks are Rajasthan,

Madhya Pradesh, Maharash-
tra, Andhra Pradesh, Telan-
gana, Karnataka, Jammu and
Kashmir, Odisha, Tamil Nadu,
Kerala, Bihar, Punjab, Ladakh,
Sikkim and Puducherry.
Diesel, the most used fuel in
the country, is above that level
in some places in Rajasthan,
Odisha and Madhya Pradesh.
Earlier this week, Oil Minis-
ter Hardeep Singh Puri refused
to comment on the issue unless
he was fully briefed. “Give me
some time. I need to be briefed
on the issues,” he had said soon
after taking charge of the min-
istry on July 8. PTI

“We are confident by the end
of this calendar year we will be
ina position to restore our origi-
nal (pre-COVID) consumption
behaviour,” Pradhan said.

Consumption of LPG, the
only fuel which showed growth
even during the first lockdown
because of free supplies by the
government to the poor, rose
9.7 per cent year on year to 2.26
million tonnes. It was up 26.3
per cent over June 2019.

With airlines yet to resume
full-scale operations because of
travel restrictions around the
globe, jet fuel sales at 2,58,000
tonnes was up 16.2 per cent year
on year but 61.7 per cent lower
than June of 2019.

Naphtha sales dropped by
about 3.1 per cent to 1.19 mil-
lion tonnes while sale of bitu-
men - used for making roads,
were down 32 per cent at
5,09,000 tonnes. Fuel oil con-
sumption rose 1.9 per cent to
5,33,000 tonnes.

National Green Tribunal, Prin-
cipal Bench, New Delhi. The
dependants of the workers, who
died on January 6, 2021 shall
continue in employment till
further orders,” the bench said.

The apex court was hear-
ing an appeal filed by Rourkela
Steel plant against an NGT
order which took cognisance
of a media report about gas
leak in the plant and directed
payment of compensation to
the families or heirs of people
who died in the gas leakage.

The tribunal also consti-
tuted an expert committee for
the purpose of suggesting safety
measures to be taken by the
industries.

Additional Solicitor Gen-
eral Madhavi Goradia Divan
submitted that the National
Green Tribunal has no jurisdic-
tion to take up the matter suo
moto and this point is pending
consideration in two appeals
before this court.

She further submitted that
the dependants of three out of
four workers who died on Jan-
uary 6, 2021 have been given
compassionate appointments.

The NGT had directed the
constitution of an expert com-
mittee comprising the Ministry
of Environment, Central Pol-
lution Control Board (CPCB),
and the Odisha Pollution Con-
trol Board (PCB) to look into
the matter of suspected toxic
gas leak in Rourkela Steel Plant
on January 6. PTI

India exports GI certified

BENGALURU: Software Tech-
nology Parks of India (STPI)
on Saturday announced the
inauguration of Atal Incuba-
tion Centre (AIC), a centre of
excellence (CoE), here.

NEW DELHI: Working on
the clarion call of Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi to explore
opportunities in the pandemic,
the Agricultural and Processed
Food Products Export Devel-
opment Authority (APEDA)
has expanded India’s footprint
of mango exports to the newer
countries this season. It has
been achieved despite logisti-
cal challenges posed by Covid-
19 pandemic.

In a major move that may
help in boosting mango export
potential from the eastern
region especially to middle-
east countries, a consignment
of Geographical Identifica-
tion (GI) certified Fazli mango
variety, which is sourced from
Malda district of West Ben-
gal, was exported on Saturday
to Bahrain. The consignment
of mango was exported by
APEDA registered enterprises.

The nine varieties that were
exported includes GI certified
Khirsapati (Malda, West Ben-
gal), Lakkhanbhog (Malda,
West Bengal), Fazli (Malda,
West Bengal), Dusshheri

(Malihabad, Uttar Pradesh)
and Amrapali and Chausa
(Malda, West Bengal) and
Langda (Nadiya, West Bengal).

In June, 2021, a week-long
Indian mango promotion pro-
gramme was organised in Bah-
rain where 16 varieties of the
fruit, including three GI certi-
fied Khirsapati & Lakshman-
bhog (West Bengal), Zardalu
(Bihar) were displayed.

The varieties of mangoes
were sold through 13 stores
of the group in Bahrain. The
mangoes were sourced from
farmers in Bengal and Bihar
by APEDA registered exporter.

The APEDA has been initi-
ating measures to boost mango
exports from the non-tradi-
tional regions and states. It has
been conducting virtual buyer-
seller meets and festivals to
promote mango exports. This
shipment to Bahrain comes a
few days after APEDA organ-
ised a mango promotion pro-
gramme at Doha, Qatar where
nine varieties of mangoes,
including GI certified from
West Bengal and Uttar Pradesh
were displayed at the stores of
importer Family Food Centre.

KVIC secures trademark
in Bhutan, UAE & Mexico

RVIC got trademark registration in Bhutan on Friday

NEW DELHI: Khadi and Vil-
lage Industries Commission
(KVIC) has recently secured
trademark registrations in three
countries — Bhutan, UAE and
Mexico - a big stride towards
protecting the identity of brand
“Khadi” globally. Apart from
these countries, KVIC’s trade-
mark applications are pending
in 40 countries across the world
that include the USA, Qatar, Sri
Lanka, Japan, Italy, Australia,
New Zealand, Singapore, Bra-
zil and others.

These efforts have yielded sig-
nificant results and helped
Khadi’s sales grow signifi-
cantly in the last few years,
Saxena said.
