Global COVID-19 cases top 9.5 mn

The total number of fatalities due to Coronavirus pandemic increased to more than 488,000

WASHINGTON DC: The
overall number of global
COVID-19 cases has topped
9.5 million, while the deaths
have surged to more than
488,000, according to the Johns
Hopkins University.

By Friday morning, the
total number of cases stood at
9,583,144, while the fatalities
increased to 488,740, the Uni-
versity's Center for Systems Sci-
ence and Engineering (CSSE)
revealed in its latest update.

With 2,418,570 cases and
124,355 deaths, the US con-
tinues with the world's highest
number of COVID-19 infec-
tions and fatalities, according
to the CSSE.

Meanwhile, the national
death toll reached 122,370,
according to the tally, Xinhua
reported.

New York remains the
hardest-hit state with 390,415
cases and 31,276 fatalities.
Other states with over 100,000
cases include California, New

Jersey, Illinois, Texas, Florida,
and Massachusetts, the tally
showed.

The number of people in
the US who have tested pos-
itive for the novel Coronavi-
rus is likely to be 10 times as
higher than the over 2.4 mil-
lion confirmed cases currently
reported, the chief of the Cen-
ters for Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC) said.

CDC Director Robert Red-
field’s estimate, shared with
reporters in a conference call
on Thursday, was based on
antibody tests, reports Xinhua
news agency.

It indicates that at least 24
million Americans have been
infected so far.

Brazil comes in the second
place with 1,228,114 infections
and 54,971 deaths.

In terms of cases, Russia
ranks third (613,148), and is
followed by India (473,105), the
UK (309,455), Peru (268,602),
Chile (259,064), Spain

Trump wants federal hiring to
focus on skills over degrees

WASHINGTON DC: Pres-
ident Donald Trump is pre-
paring to direct the federal
government to overhaul its
hiring to prioritise a job appli-
cant's skills over a college
degree, administration and
industry officials say.

Trump is set to sign an
executive order Friday out-
lining a new direction for the
nation's largest employer dur-
ing a meeting of the board that
advises the administration on
worker policy.

Ivanka Trump, the presi-
dent's daughter and adviser,
is co-chair of the American
Workforce Policy Advisory
Board and has worked on

improving job training to meet
employers' changing needs.

The federal government is
the nation's largest employer
with 2.1 million civilian work-
ers, excluding postal service
employees.

Ivanka Trump predicted

the change in federal govern-
ment hiring would create a
more inclusive and talented
workforce. She encouraged
the private sector to follow the
administration's lead.

We are modernising federal
hiring to find candidates with
the relevant competencies and
knowledge, rather than sim-
ply recruiting based on degree
requirements, she told The
Associated Press in a statement.

We encourage employ-
ers everywhere to take a look
at their hiring practices and
think critically about how
initiatives like these can help
diversify and strengthen their
workforce. AGENCIES

The other countries with
over 10,000 deaths are the UK
(43,314), Italy (34,644), France
(29,755), Spain (28,330), Mex-
ico (25,060), India (14,894) and
Iran (10,130).

Meanwhile, another 149
Covid-19 patients have died
in Britain, bringing the total
Coronavirus-related death

toll in the country to 43,230,
the British Department of
Health and Social Care said on
Thursday.

The figures include deaths
in all settings, including hospi-
tals, care homes and the wider
community.

As of Thursday morning,
307,980 people have tested pos-
itive for the disease in Britain, a
daily increase of 1,118, accord-
ing to the department, Xinhua
reported.

As of Thursday morning,
there have been 8,710,292
tests of the novel Coronavirus
in the country, with 167,023
tests on Wednesday, said the
department.

British Prime Minister
Boris Johnson announced
on Tuesday that the current
2-metre social distancing rule
will be loosened from July 4 to
“1 metre plus” in England so as
to further ease the Coronavirus
lockdown.

Johnson also announced

that from July 4, pubs, res-
taurants and hairdressers,
among others, will be able
to reopen, providing they
adhere to Covid-19 preven-
tion guidelines.

However, some experts
have warned that the chances
of catching Covid-19 are going
up in Britain.

Russia on Friday reported
6,800 new Coronavirus cases,
the first daily rise below 7,000
since late April, taking its
nationwide tally to 620,794.

The country’s Coronavi-
rus response centre said 176
people had died of the virus in
the last 24 hours, bringing the
death toll to 8,781, news agency
Reuters reported.

Meanwhile, Chinese health
authority said on Friday it
received reports of 13 newly
confirmed Covid-19 cases
in the Chinese mainland on
Thursday, including 11 domes-
tically transmitted and two
imported ones. AGENCIES

Over $30 billion needed to
develop COVID-19 tests,
treatments, vaccines: WHO

GENEVA: The World Health
Organization said Friday that a
global initiative to speed up the
development and production
of COVID-19 tests, vaccines
and treatments will require
more than $30 billion over the
next year.

Providing details of the
so-called ACT accelerator,
aimed at pooling international
resources to conquer the pan-
demic, WHO said "the costed
plans presented today call for
$31.3 billion in funding for
diagnostics, therapeutics and
vaccines". So far, $3.4 billion of
that had been pledged, it added.

Earlier, the Director-
General of the World Health
Organisation said that the sci-
entists predict the world may
have a Covid-19 vaccine within
one year or even a few months
earlier, even as he underlined
the importance of global coop-
eration to develop, manufac-
ture and distribute vaccines.

US reviewing global force posture to counter
Chinese threat to countries like India: Pompeo

WASHINGTON DC: The US
is reviewing its global deploy-
ment of forces to ensure that it
is "postured appropriately” to
counter the growing Chinese
military threat to countries like
India, Malaysia, Indonesia and
the Philippines, Secretary of
State Mike Pompeo has said.
The top US diplomat said
this in response to a question
during the virtual Brussels
Forum 2020 of the German
Marshall Fund on Thursday.
"We're going to make sure
we're postured appropriately
to counter the People's Liber-
ation Army (PLA). We think
that the challenge of our times,
and we're going to make sure

we have resources in place to
do that," Pompeo said.

Temporary suspension of foreign work visas
threatens scholarly engagement: Harvard

WASHINGTON DC: The tem-
porary suspension of foreign
work visas, including the most
sought-after H-1B visas, is a
short-sighted policy that threat-
ens scholarly engagement, a top
US university has said.
Harvard University Spokes-
person Jonathan L Swain on
Thursday said that though this
does not affect student visas
or Optional Practical Training
(OPT) but it is disappointing
that the executive order bans

entry to certain new non-immi-
grant visa holders, including the
H-1B. On Monday, US Presi-
dent Donald Trump issued a
proclamation to suspend the
most sought-after H-1B visas
along with other types of foreign
work visas until the end of 2020
to protect American workers in
a crucial election year.

Trump argued that the step
was essential to help millions
of Americans who have lost
their jobs due to the current

economic crisis. The temporary
suspension, the White House,
argues will make more than half
million jobs available to Ameri-
cans. In our view, this is a short-
sighted policy that threatens
scholarly engagement, Swain
told the university publication
The Harvard Crimson.

The H-1B visa is a non-
immigrant visa that allows US
companies to employ foreign
workers in specialty occupations
that require theoretical or tech-

nical expertise. The technology
companies depend on it to hire
tens of thousands of employees
each year from countries like
India and China.

Days before President
Trump issued the proclama-
tion to suspend several types
of work visas, University Pres-
ident Lawrence S Bacow urged
his administration to enact
forward-thinking immigra-
tion policies . In a June 2 letter
to Secretary of State Michael

Pompeo and Acting Secretary of
Homeland Security Chad Wolf,
Bacow urged to reject efforts to
curtail specific programmes for
international scholars: namely,
OPT and the STEM Extension.

OPT allows students who
have completed at least one aca-
demic year to use their student
visas to work in the US for one
year to gain professional expe-
rience that relates to their field
of study and complements their
education, Crimson said. AGNCES

COPENHAGEN: Denmark's
Prime Minister Mette Frederik-
sen is postponing her wedding
next month because of a Euro-
pean Union summit on the
future of the bloc's budget.

The Council meeting in
Brussels takes place on the
Saturday in July, where we had
planned a wedding. Darn. But
I have to take care of my work
and take care of Denmark's
interests. So, we have to change
plans once again, Frederik-
sen said on her Instagram
account.

It is the second time she has
rescheduled the ceremony. Last
year, Frederiksen postponed it
because of national elections
on June 5 that led her Social
Democrats to form a one-party,
minority government.

Frederiksen and her fiance
Bo Tengberg met in 2014 and
got engaged in 2017, according
to Ekstra Bladet.

Frederiksen said she would
probably succeed in getting
married soon and praised her
fiance's patience.

After a number of virtual
meetings, The EU has sched-
uled a physical meeting of the
European Council July 17-18 to
discuss, among other things, a
new long-term EU budget.

Denmark is one of the four
countries along with Austria,
Sweden and the Netherlands
which had opposed grants as
opposed to loans under the
recovery fund, and also insisted
on the 2021-27 EU budget not
exceeding 1.0% of the bloc's
gross national income. The four
countries have been arguing for
a smaller sum after Britain's
departure from the EU. AGENCIES

However, making the vac-
cine available and distributing
it to all will be a challenge and
requires political will, Tedros
Adhanom Ghebreyesus said
on Thursday during a meeting
with the European Parliament’s
Committee for Environment,
Public Health and Food Safety.

Adhanom Ghebreyesus
said the pandemic has high-
lighted the importance of
global solidarity and that health
should not be seen as a cost but
an investment.

He added that all countries
in the world must strengthen
primary health care and cri-
sis preparedness and stressed
the need for EU leadership
globally.

Singapore to test
all above 13 with

respiratory issues
for COVID-19 from
July 1: Minister

SINGAPORE: Singapore will
start testing from July 1 all indi-
viduals aged 13 years and above
with symptoms of acute respi-
ratory infection for COVID-19
to quickly isolate the confirmed
cases, according to health min-
ister Gan Kim Yong.

The decision by the Singa-
pore government came as the
nation was witnessing a surge
in the Coronavirus cases, with
219 new cases reported on
Friday.

From July 1, all individuals
aged 13 and above who present
symptoms of acute respiratory
infection at the first instance
will be tested for COVID-19,
Gan said on Thursday.

The move is part of Singa-
pore's strategy to quickly isolate
cases and prevent large clus-
ters of infection from forming
amid an expected rise in cases,
he added.

Singapore has reported
219 new cases of Coronavirus,
majority among the foreigners
with work permit holders, tak-
ing the total infections in the
country to 42,955.

The new infections include
six in the community, compris-
ing five Singaporeans or per-
manent residents (foreigners),
the Ministry of Health (MOH)
said in its preliminary daily
update.

The vast majority of cases
are work permit holders living
in foreign worker dormitories,
the statement said.

While Gan acknowledged
that the number of cases in the
community remains low, he
said the country still needs to
stay vigilant to prevent more
infections.

Singapore is in phase 2 of
its reopening, following a two-
month-long circuit breaker
period designed to limit the
spread of COVID-19.  AGENCIES

Antibody tests may help detect COVID-19
Infection if used at right time: Scientists

LONDON: The timing of
COVID-19 antibody test is
critical to detect the infection
in a patient, scientists have
found in the most comprehen-
sive review of the Coronavirus
testing to date.

The researchers examined
all available test accuracy evi-
dence for antibody tests pub-
lished up to the end of April.

By combining data from
many studies, they have shown
that the tests are not accurate
enough to confirm whether
someone has the COVID-19
virus if used in the first two
weeks after the symptoms
appear. The researchers found
that tests were only likely to be
useful in detecting previous
SARS-CoV-2 infection if used
at least 14 days after the onset
of symptoms, but say that stud-
ies show that the tests will miss
1 in 10 cases of COVID-19.

However, they caution
over reliance on this figure, as
the studies were small, poorly
reported and done in select
patient groups.

The researchers also fear
accuracy will be lower when
tests are used in the commu-

nity, as the tests have mostly
been evaluated in hospitalised
patients making it unclear
whether they can detect lower
antibody levels associated
with milder and asymptom-
atic COVID-19 disease.

Led by experts at the Uni-
versity of Birmingham, a group
of researchers drawn from uni-
versities around the globe have
published their findings in the
Cochrane Database of System-
atic Reviews. "We've analysed
all available data from around
the world and discovered clear
patterns telling is that timing
is vital in using these tests.

Use them at the wrong time
and they don't work," said Jon
Deeks, professor of Biostatis-
tics and head of the Test Eval-
uation Research Group at the
University of Birmingham.
"There are promising
tests, but there isn't enough
evidence to be able to iden-
tify the best tests yet, and we
need to continue analysing
data as it becomes available
particularly from non-clini-
cal settings where individu-
als are displaying less severe
symptoms, and following peo-
ple over longer time periods,"
Deeks said. AGENCIES
