CONFIRMED CASES SOARS TO OVER 17200

China accuses US of spreading global ‘panic’

Emerged in Wuhan, the virus has spread to 25 countries, including India, the US & the UK

BEIJING: China on Monday
accused the US of spreading
"panic” through its actions like
travel bans and evacuation of
diplomats and said there was
no "substantial help" from
Washington to contain the
virus that has killed 361 peo-
ple and infected 17,205 others
in the country.

The deadly virus - first
emerged in Wuhan in China's
central Hubei province - has
spread to 25 countries, includ-
ing India, the US and the UK.

Joining a growing list of
nations to impose travel restric-
tions, the US has announced a
14-day travel ban on all visi-
tors from China, regardless of
their nationality. The US cit-
izens arriving from China's
virus-hit Hubei province will
have to undergo a 14-day man-
datory quarantine on arrival,
while those travelling to other
parts of China will face screen-
ing and monitoring.

A CNN report said the
mandatory quarantine is the
first time the US has issued
such an order in 50 years.

"What the US has done
could create and spread panic,"
Foreign Ministry spokesperson
Hua Chunying said addressing
the first online media briefing.

"The US government has
not provided any substan-
tive help to the Chinese side
yet. On the contrary, it was
the first to withdraw its con-
sulate staff from Wuhan, the
first to suggest the partial

withdrawal of embassy staff,
the first to announce a ban
on entry by Chinese citizens
after the WHO made it clear
that it doesn't recommend or
even opposes travel and trade
restrictions against China," she
said.

The ministry has cancelled
direct press conferences in view
of the virus and started hold-
ing online briefings through
Chinese social media messag-
ing APP WeChat. Most of the
international airlines includ-
ing the Indian flight services to
China have been cancelled in
view of the deadly virus.

Besides cancelling e-visa
facility for Chinese, India's
Health Ministry asked Indi-

ans to refrain from travelling
to China.

"In case of travel, on return
from China they could be quar-
antined. Anyone with travel
history in China since 15th Jan-
uary and from now on could be
quarantined, it said.

Reacting to measures taken
by the US, Hua said WHO
Director-General Dr Tedros
Adhanom Ghebreyesus stated
while issuing declaration of the
virus as a public health emer-
gency of international concern
that it is to help countries that
have weaker health systems and
are ill-prepared.

WHO doesn't approve
of and even reject travel and
trade bans on China and stated

repeatedly that China has taken
a firm and strong actions, Hua
said.

"Acting with a high sense
of responsibility to people's
health, the Chinese govern-
ment has taken the most
comprehensive and strict
prevention and control mea-
sures after the outbreak of
the epidemic, many of which
have far exceeded what Inter-
national Health Regulations
required,” she said answer-
ing questions on US restric-
tions and comments by its
officials.

“There is no reason for mea-
sures that unnecessarily inter-
fere with international travel
and trade," she said. AGENCIES

6 Turkish troops, 13 Syrian soldiers killed in N Syria

ANKARA: Turkey hit targets
in northern Syria, responding
to shelling by Syrian govern-
ment forces that killed at least
six Turkish soldiers, the Turk-
ish president said Monday.

A Syrian war monitor said
13 Syrian troops were also
killed. Also, Syrian activists
said airstrikes in the country’s
northern, rebel-held region
killed at least nine civilians on
Monday.

The exchange between
Ankara and Damascus came
hours after a large Turkish mili-
tary convoy entered the north-
western province of Idlib, the

last rebel stronghold in Syria.

It is likely to further
increase tensions between the
two neighboring countries as
such direct clashes have been
rare and could also cause fric-
tion between Moscow and
Ankara, which have sought
to coordinate their actions in
Syria.

Earlier, Turkey’s National
Defense Ministry said the
Turkish forces were sent to
Idlib as reinforcement and
were attacked there despite
prior notification of their coor-
dinates to the local authorities.

It said Turkish forces

responded to the attack,
destroying targets. Four Turk-
ish soldiers died at the scene
while two others died later in
hospital. Seven Turkish troops
were wounded.

Speaking to reporters
before departing for a visit
to Ukraine, President Recep
Tayyip Erdogan said Turkish
artillery hit some 46 targets in
Syria. Erdogan said Turkish
warplanes were also involved
and claimed that there were
between 30 and 35 casualties
on the Syrian side but offered
no evidence.

Those who test Turkey’s

determination with such vile
attacks will understand their
mistake;” Erdogan said. He said
Russia was told that Ankara
would not stand for any situ-
ation where we are prevented”
from responding to Syrian
assaults.

It is not possible for us to
remain silent when our soldiers
are being martyred,” Erdogan
said. The exchange occurred
near the Syrian flashpoint
town of Saraqeb, according
to the the Britain-based Syr-
ian Observatory for Human
Rights, a war monitoring
group.

UK donates
£20 mn to speed
up vaccine

LONDON: The UK govern-
ment has donated 20 million
pounds to produce a vaccine
within six to eight weeks to
combat the deadly new coro-
navirus that has claimed 362
deaths globally.

Health Secretary Matt Han-
cock said the money would
help the UK lead the way in
developing a new inoculation
against the virus. The coronavi-
rus, officially called 2019-nCov,
is reported to have originated
in the central Chinese city of
Wuhan. It comes as the death
toll in China alone increased
to 361 with the total number of
cases there now above 17,000.
A 44-year-old Chinese national
from Wuhan died in the Phil-
ippines on Sunday, taking the
death toll to 362.

Announcing the invest-
ment into stemming the spread
of the virus, Hancock said:
"Vaccines are our best defence
against a host of deadly dis-
eases, including coronavirus.

“The UK is a hub of world-
leading and pioneering
research, and it is vital that we
lead the way in developing new
vaccines to target global threats
with scientists from across the
world," the BBC quoted. AGENCIES

WHO launches campaign against
China virus misinformation

GENEVA: The World Health
Organization said Monday it
was working around the clock
with internet and social media
giants to combat widespread
misinformation surrounding
the deadly novel coronavirus
outbreak.

WHO chief Tedros Adh-
anom Ghebreyesus warned
of the dangers posed by
"the spread of rumours and
misinformation"as China saw
a surge in deaths and infec-
tions from the highly conta-
gious virus.

"We have worked with
Google to make sure peo-
ple searching for information
about coronavirus see WHO
information at the top of their
search results," Tedros said in
opening remarks to the UN
health agency's Executive
Board meeting in Geneva.

"Social media platforms
including Twitter, Facebook,
Tencent and Tiktok have also
taken steps to limit the spread
of misinformation," he said.

His comments were inter-
rupted by a fit of coughing,
but the WHO chief assured
the assembly that there was
no need to worry: "It is not
corona.” He spoke as the death
toll in China surged above
360, surpassing the number of
fatalities in the country from

Social media
platforms including
Twitter, Facebook,
Tencent and Tiktok
have also taken
steps to limit

the spread of
misinformation

the Severe Acute Respiratory
Syndrome (SARS) outbreak of
2002-03.

The number of infections in
China also jumped signficantly
on Monday, passing 17,200.

The 57 confirmed new
deaths on Monday was the
single-biggest increase since
the virus was detected late
last year in the central city of
Wuhan, where it is believed to
have jumped from animals at a
market into humans. The virus
has since spread to more than
24 countries, despite many gov-
ernments imposing unprec-
edented travel bans on people
coming from China. The first
foreign death from the virus
was reported in the Philippines
on Sunday.

WHO warned late Sunday
that the 2019-nCoV outbreak
"has been accompanied by a
massive 'infodemic’," which it

18 civilians killed in
attack by ‘Jihadists’
in Burkina Faso

COLOMBO: For the first time
since 2016, there will be no
Tamil national anthem at the
72nd Independence Day cele-
brations in Sri Lanka and it will
only be rendered in Sinhalese,
the government announced on
Monday, amply demonstrat-
ing the administration's pri-
ority for the majority Sinhala
community.

The then Sri Lankan govern-
ment in 2015 started including
the Tamil national anthem as a
means of achieving reconcili-
ation with the Tamil minority
community. This will be the
first time since 2016 that there
will be no Tamil national
anthem at the Independence
Day celebrations in the coun-
try. The national anthem will be
sung only in Sinhala, officials of
the Ministry of Home Affairs
said on Monday. Sri Lanka's
Constitution provides for the
singing of the national anthem
in both Sinhala and Tamil.

The Tamil version Sri Lanka
Thaye' is a direct translation of
Namo namo matha'in the Sin-
hala language.

The national anthem in
Tamil is not just another song
but the Sri Lankan identity of
the Tamil speaking community,
said Mano Ganesan, a Tamil
politician who was the former
minister of national integra-
tion and had been responsi-
ble for the Tamil version being
accommodated during the
previous Independence Day
celebrations.

Home Affairs State Minis-
ter Maninda Samarasinghe said
last week that although there
will be only the Sinhala ver-
sion of the national anthem at
the main ceremony, at prov-
ince based ceremonies, the
use of Tamil version will be
permitted.

Sri Lankan President Got-
abhaya Rajapaksa after his
swearing-in ceremony in
November thanked the pow-
erful Buddhist clergy for back-
ing his presidential bid and
vowed to protect all commu-
nities, while giving foremost
priority to Buddhism. He also
thanked the Sinhala-majority
people for electing him.

While the Tamils in 2016
appreciated the symbolic ges-
ture of recognizing them by
adding the Tamil version at
the Independence Day celebra-
tions, the opposition, then led
by the Rajapaksas and a major-
ity Sinhala community mem-
ber, filed a fundamental rights
petition against the move.

PM  Rajapaksa, who
describes himself as “a rebel
with a cause”, earlier served as
the country’s president from
2005-2015, a period which was
mired by allegations of human
rights abuses, especially against
the Tamils. AGENCIES

OUAGADOUGOU: Sus-
pected jihadists have killed
18 civilians in an attack in
northern Burkina Faso, the
governor of Sahel region
said.

"The defence and secu-
rity forces brought back the
body of the nurse to give it
to her family in Yalgo and
secure the area to allow the
burial of other victims," Col-
onel Salfo Kabore said on
Sunday.

Several similar attacks were
carried out a week ago in the
country's north, with one on
January 25 leaving 39 civil-
ians dead in the neighbouring
province of Soum, northwest
of Seno.

A security source told the
reporter that during the mas-
sacre, which took place in Lam-
damol village in Seno province
Saturday, "the attackers, heav-
ily armed and on motorbikes,
literally executed the local
inhabitants".

A local health official,
speaking from the town of
Dori in the north, said the
chief nurse at the nearby vil-
lage of Lamdamol was among
the victims.

"There is panic in the vil-
lage and the surrounding area,"

the official added, saying local
people were fleeing the area
towards the centre-north of
the country.

Another security source
said that the attack had come
as a reprisal after jihad-
ists had told local people
to leave the area a few days
earlier.

The security forces worked
day and night to make the
zone safe, "but it is difficult to
be everywhere at once", said
the source.

Burkina Faso borders Mali
to the northwest and Niger
to the east, both countries
that are struggling to con-
tain a wave of lethal jihadist
attacks.

Burkina Faso secu-
rity forces, under-equipped
and poorly trained, have
not been able to counter the
deadly raids in their terri-
tory, despite the help of for-
eign soldiers, notably French
troops.

According to UN fig-
ures, the jihadist attacks in
Mali, Niger and Burkina
Faso killed 4,000 people in
2019 and caused an unprec-
edented humanitarian crisis,
forcing 600,000 to flee their
homes. AGENCIES

defined as "an over-abundance
of information - some accurate
and some not - that makes it
hard for people to find trust-
worthy sources and reliable
guidance when they need it."

The agency said it had risk
communication and social
media teams "working 24 hours
a day to identify the most prev-
alent rumours that can poten-
tially harm the public's health,
such as false prevention mea-
sures and cures". The WHO
last week declared the crisis a
so-called Public Health Emer-
gency of International Concern
(PHEIC), with Tedros reiterat-
ing Monday that the rare dec-
laration was not taken due to
lack of confidence in China's
handling of the situation.

It was "taken primarily
because of the signs of human-
to-human transmission outside
China, and our concern of what
might happen if the virus were
to spread in a country with a
weaker health system," he said.

WHO has also advised
against "measures that unnec-
essarily interfere with inter-
national travel and trade",
at a time when a wide range
of countries are advising
against travel to China and
even closing their borders
to people travelling from the
country. AGENCIES

h.1-magnitude
earthquake jolts
China’s Sichuan

BEIJING: A 5.1-magnitude
earthquake shook southwest
China's Qingbaijiang district
in Sichuan province on Mon-
day, prompting the authorities
to initiate emergency measures.

According to the China
Earthquake Networks Cen-
tre (CENC), the epicentre was
monitored at 30.74 degrees
north latitude and 104.46
degrees east longitude, with a
depth of 21 km.

A total of 150 rescuers
and 34 vehicles have been dis-
patched to the quake-hit area.

So far, no casualties or
damage to the property was
reported, state-run Xinhua
news agency reported.

"The quake lasted for more
than 10 seconds and my bed
was shaking," Zhang Xun, a
resident in Jintang County told
Xinhua.

Strong tremors were also
felt in urban areas of Chengdu,
the provincial capital, some 38
km away from the epicentre.

"I shook all over when the
quake hit. My first reaction
was to pick up my baby," a
Jintang resident surnamed Yi
said.

Many people stayed out-
side after the quake, wearing
protective masks. Some took
their quilts to spend the night
in their cars, Yisaid.  AGENCIES

US seeks more from Taliban
on ceasefire before deal

TASHKENT: US Secretary of
State Mike Pompeo on Mon-
day demanded demonstrable
evidence from the Taliban that
it can and will reduce violence
before signing a deal that would
lead to Afghanistan peace talks
and a withdrawal of American
troops from the country.

Speaking at a news confer-
ence in neighboring Uzbeki-
stan, Pompeo said a deal is
close but that they have been
close before and failed because
the Taliban was unable to dem-
onstrate its seriousness. He
said more work remains to be
done so that peace talks can
get started.

We're working on a peace
and reconciliation plan, putting
the commas in the right place,
getting the sentences right, he
said.

We got close once before to
having an agreement: a piece
of paper that we mutually exe-
cuted and the Taliban were
unable to demonstrate either
their will or capacity or both
to deliver on a reduction in
violence.

So, what we are demanding
now is demonstrable evidence
of their will and capacity to
reduce violence, to take down
the threat, so the inter-Afghan

talks ... will have a less violent
context, he said. We're hopeful
we can achieve that but we're
not there yet, and work cer-
tainly remains.

Pompeo's comments
came just two days after U.S.
peace envoy Zalmay Khalil-
zad arrived in Kabul and told
Afghan President Ashraf Ghani
there has been no notable prog-
ress in talks with the Taliban.
However, Khalilzad said he
was hopeful of reaching an
understanding with them on a
reduction of hostilities, without
offering any time frame.

Khalilzad had been in Paki-
stan last week to rally support
for getting an agreement with
the Taliban to reduce their
attacks, as a first step toward
a peace agreement to end 18
years of war in neighboring

Afghanistan.

Earlier, the Taliban said
they offered Khalilzad a 10-day
cease-fire window in which to
sign a peace agreement that
would be followed by intra-
Afghan negotiations.

Khalilzad was appointed
by the White House in 2018
to find a negotiated end to
Afghanistan's war that would
allow the United States to bring
home its estimated 13,000 sol-
diers and end its longest mili-
tary engagement.

He has held multiple
rounds of talks with the Tali-
ban in the Mideastern state of
Qatar where the militant group
maintains a political office.

Talks in recent weeks have
focused on finding a way to
reduce hostilities and bring
both sides in the conflict to the
negotiating table.

Until now the Taliban have
refused to talk to Afghan Pres-
ident Ghani's government.
Ghani has also been unable
to agree on a negotiating team
with Abdullah Abdullah who
is currently his partner in
Afghanistan's so-called Unity
Government. Abdallah accuses
the president of foiling efforts
at peace by imposing new con-
ditions on talks. AGENCIES
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
