NEW DELHI: The uncertainty
over whether Ravi Shastri will
continue to be the head coach of
Team India seems all but over, as
the Cricket Advisory Committee
(CAC) — comprising Kapil Dev,
Anshuman Gaekwad and Shan-
tha Rangaswamy — appointed
to pick the new coach has made
it clear that it is not looking at a
foreign face for the coveted post.

A CAC member said that
with the team doing so well
under Shastri, it was all but cer-
tain that the former India all-
rounder will continue to coach
the Virat Kohli-led team.

“We are not too keen to bring
in a foreign coach. Yes, had
someone of the stature of Gary
Kirsten applied, we might have
given it a thought. But even then,
an Indian would have always
been the priority. After all, the
team has also done well under an
Indian head coach, so why look
for a change? As things stand
now, Shastri does look to be the
favourite to be handed a fresh
contract,” the CAC member said.

A senior BCCI official had
also recently said that it was
important for Shastri to continue
as the team was undergoing tran-
sition. “Nothing permanent with
along term effect should happen
at this stage of transition. Shas-
tri and Kohli complement each
other well and it would be unfair
to change half of a team that has
been successful.

A change in coach may dis-
turb the equation that exists and
allows the players to have the
mental space to excel.

“If a change is made at this
stage, it would be a change of
strategy and planning for the
next 5 years. It would be unfair
to take such a decision at a stage
when the stakeholders are not
the ones deciding;” the official
said. CoA chief Vinod Rai has
made it clear that the final deci-
sion lay with the CAC and they
will appoint the coach and there
won't be a case of them giving
their recommendation to the
BCCIL.

When asked if there was a
joint winner, the CAC member
said that the vote of Kapil would
come in if at all such a scenario
arose. “See, firstly, it is a three-
member panel, so a split deci-

sion is highly unlikely. But yes, if

at all a situation does arise where

A goes for one candidate, B for

another and C for another, the
vote of the chairman will come
in and the decision will stand.
But as of now, we don’t see some-
thing like that happening,” the
member said.

“But yes, we will give the
board options like our first pref-
erence is A, second preference is
B and third preference for the job
is C. That is more because there

can be a case like at the time of
the women’s coach appointment

when Kirsten had IPL commit-
ments.” The CAC is yet to receive
a date from the board as to when
the shortlisted candidates are

will be interviewed. But they

expect to get intimation on the
same soon. Rai on his part has
said that the interviews will take
place in mid-August.

Powell smashed his way to an unbeaten 32 off 20
balls to prop up the West Indian total

PROVIDENCE (GUYANA):
Deepak Chahar’s incisive swing
bowling was countered by Kieron
Pollard’ attacking half-century and
Rovman Powell’s cameo as West
Indies put up a fighting 146 for
6 against India in the third T20
International here on Tuesday.
Rajasthan seamer Deepak
(3-1-4-3) made full use of his only
opportunity in this tour taking
three wickets his first two overs to
leaving West Indies tottering at 14
for 3. He got the ball to swing both
ways as he removed pinch-hitter
Sunil Narine (2), Evin Lewis (10)

and Shimron Hetmyer (1).

However Pollard counter-
attacked with great gusto hitting
as many as half a dozen sixes in his
45-ball-58 — his first half-century
for the West Indies in seven years.

Along with Nicholas Pooran
(17), who played the second fid-
dle, Pollard added 67 for the fourth
wicket as the Caribbeans looked to
have recovered from their initial
slump. However, Navdeep Saini
came back for his second spell to
first dismiss left-hander Pooran
with an off-cutter (leg-cutter for
the batsman) which was edged to
Rishabh Pant behind the stumps.

Du Plessis
confirmed as SA
Test captain

JOHANNESBURG: Faf du
Plessis will captain South
Africa in the Test series
against India in October but
may not lead the side in all for-
mats, Corrie van Zyl, Cricket
South Africa’s (CSA) new act-
ing director of cricket said on
Tuesday.

Van Zyl, who was
appointed to the acting role
following the weekend purge
of head coach Ottis Gibson
and his coaching staff, said he
would chair a selection meet-
ing “in the next day-and-a-
half” to discuss future strategy,
which would include planning
for the 2023 World Cup.

“Faf will be the captain of
the Test team,” said Van Zyl.

“But we need to look for-
ward and we will talk about the
white-ball strategy to 2023”

South Africa will play
three Twenty20 internation-
als in India next month ahead
of the Test series, their first in
the new world Test champi-
onship, which starts on Octo-
ber 2.

At Tuesday’s press con-
ference, Thabang Moroe, the
chief executive of CSA, said he
hoped the appointments in a
new structure for the national
team would be made before
England start a tour of South

Smith
smashed 144 and 142 in the two innings of the
first Test to move a place ahead to be at the third
spot with 903 points and is followed by Chetesh-
war Pujara. The chart is led by Virat Kohli, who
remains at the top spot with 922 points.

Real Kashmir players focus on opener

KALYANI: Cut-off from families and relatives back home after a lockdown in Jammu and
Kashmir, it was business as usual for Real Kashmir players as they trained hard amid a thick
security cover on the eve of their Durand Cup opener against Chennai City.

The government on Monday decided to revoke provisions of Article 370, which gave spe-
cial status to Jammu and Kashmir. As a result, telephone networks internet were cut off in
the valley with imposition of section 144 of the Code of Criminal Procedure with thousands
of troops patrolling the streets to maintain law and order. The Real Kashmir players arrived
in three batches on Monday evening and it was only after landing did they realise that they
couldn’t contact their families. “I've not spoken to my family since I left home. Yes 'm wor-
ried about my family because there has been no communication since landing here.” AGENCIES

ICC to trial TV
umpires on front-
foot no-ball calls

NEW DELHI: The ICC will soon
empower TV umpires to take a
call on front foot no-balls on a
trial basis, the world body’s Gen-
eral Manager (Cricket Opera-
tions) Geoff Allardice said.

The ICC will test the new
system in a few identified lim-
ited-overs series over the next
six months and if the experiment
pans out to be a success, on-field
umpires could lose the right to
call no-balls for overstepping in
future.

“Broadly, yes (the same tech-
nology as 2016 will be used,”
Allardice, told ESPNcricinfo.

“The idea is the third umpire
will be presented an image of the
front-foot landing within a few
seconds. He would communi-
cate to the on-field umpire that
a no ball has been delivered, so
every delivery on the field would
be played as a fair delivery until
called otherwise”

The system was put to test
before in the ODI series between
England and Pakistan in 2016.

“The footage is shown on
a slight delay, it goes to super
slo-mo as the foot approaches
the point of landing and then it
freezes,” Allardice said.

“The routine works well, with
the third umpire judging the no-
ball oft a picture that is not always
shown on the broadcast”

The ICC’s decided to test the
system again after its Cricket
Committee recommended to
use it in as many limited overs
matches as possible.

GUYANA: India have won the toss and

Pollard fined, handed
demerit point for disobeying
umpire in T20 against India

DUBAI: West Indies all-
rounder Kieron Pollard has
been fined 20 per cent of his
match fee and handed one
demerit point for disobeying
the umpire’s instructions dur-
ing the second T20 Interna-
tional against India in Florida.

The International Cricket
Council said that Pollard’s con-
duct was in breach of Level One
of the ICC Code of Conduct.
Pollard was found to have vio-
lated Article 2.4 of the code of
conduct.

The incident occurred after
Pollard called a substitute onto
the field despite having been
repeatedly told by the umpires
that a request must be made
first. He was advised to wait
until the end of the next over
but Pollard failed to follow the
umpire’s instructions, the ICC
said. West Indies lost the rain-
hit match by 22 runs via the
Duckworth-Lewis method on
Sunday.

The player denied the
offence and a formal hearing
in front of match referee Jeff
Crowe was conducted.

“Pollard was found guilty
following the hearing and
fined 20 per cent of his match
fee and consequently has had
one demerit point added to his
