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CAUTIOUS COAL PHASEOUT STILL ON TABLE

GLASGOW: Negotiators at
the this year’s UN climate talks
were poring over fresh propos-
als aimed at sealing a deal that
could credibly be said to boost
the world’s efforts to tackle
global warming.

British officials chairing
the talks in Glasgow, Scotland,
released new draft agreements
early Saturday after shuttle
diplomacy continued past the
official Friday evening dead-
line. US climate envoy John
Kerry and his Chinese coun-
terpart Xie Zhenhua both indi-
cated cautious optimism late
Friday that talks were moving
forward.

A proposal for the over-
arching decision retains con-
tentious language calling on
countries to accelerate efforts
towards the phase-out of
unabated coal power and inef-
ficient fossil fuel subsidies.

But in a new addition, the
text says nations will recognize
the need for support towards
a just transition a reference to
calls from those working in the
fossil fuel industry for financial
support as they wind down jobs
and businesses.

Alok Sharma, the Brit-
ish official chairing the talks,
said he hoped countries would
clinch an ambitious agreement
in Glasgow.

I hope the colleagues will
rise to the occasion,” Sharma
told The Associated Press as
he walked into the conference

venue.

Some campaign groups said
the current proposals were not
strong enough.

Here in Glasgow, the
world’s poorest countries are in
danger of being lost from view,
but the next few hours can and
must change the course we are
on,” said Tracy Carty of Oxfam.
“What's on the table is still not
good enough.

In another proposal, coun-
tries are encouraged to sub-
mit new targets for emissions
reduction for 2035 by 2025,
and for 2040 by 2030, estab-
lishing a five-year cycle. Pre-
viously, developing countries
were expected to do so only
every 10 years.

The proposed agreement
states that in order to achieve
the 2015 Paris accord’s ambi-
tious goal of capping global
warming at 1.5 degrees Celsius
(2.7 Fahrenheit) by the end of
the century compared with pre-
industrial times, countries will
need to make rapid, deep and
sustained reductions in global
greenhouse gas emissions,
including reducing global car-
bon dioxide emissions by 45
per cent by 2030 relative to
the 2010 level and to net zero
around mid-century, as well as
deep reductions in other green-
house gases.

Scientists say the world is
not on track to meet that goal
yet, but various pledges made

before and during the two-
week talks, which are now in
overtime, have brought them
closer.

The latest draft agreement
expresses “alarm and utmost
concern that human activities
have caused around 1.1C (2F)
of global warming to date and
that impacts are already being
felt in every region.

Divisions remained on
the issue of financial support
sought by poor countries for
the disastrous impacts of cli-
mate change they will increas-
ingly suffer in future the United
States continued to have deep
reservations.

Progress was being made on
the sticky issue of carbon mar-
kets, known as Article 6, rules
for which have eluded previous
talks going back to 2015. The
idea is to unleash the power of
trading carbon reduction mea-
sures, with poorer nations get-
ting money, often from private
companies, for measures that
reduce carbon in the air.

It provides strong provi-
sions to prevent double count-
ing of offsets a longtime point
of contention and allows
about 100 million tons of car-
bon credits to be carried over
from previous years and agree-
ments, a good result, said Envi-
ronmental Defense Fund Vice
President Kelly Kizzier, a for-
mer European Union nego-
tiator and expert on carbon
market negotiations.

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I Ahead of Xi-Biden summit, China asks US
UN Cllmate talks resume to stop supporting “Taiwan independence’

BEIJING: Ahead of the vir-
tual summit between Chinese
President Xi Jinping and his
US counterpart Joe Biden next
week, Beijing on Saturday asked
Washington to stop support
for Taiwan’s independence, and
said the two countries should
meet halfway to repair the bilat-
eral ties.

Xi will hold a virtual meet-
ing with Biden on Tuesday
morning, Chinese Foreign Min-
istry spokesperson Hua Chuny-
ing said on Saturday.

The presidents will exchange
opinions on China-US relations
and issues of common concern,
Hua said.

Xiand Biden have so far had
two lengthy phone conversa-

tions this year as part of an effort
to ensure stability in one of the
world’s most consequential and
fraught relationships.

Ahead of the Xi-Biden
meeting, Chinese Foreign
Minister Wang Yi has said
China and the US should meet
each other halfway to ensure
a successful virtual summit
between their two leaders and
bring bilateral ties back to the
right track.

Wang made the remarks
in a phone conversation
with US Secretary of State Ant-
ony Blinken on Saturday, the
official Xinhua news agency
reported.

On Taiwan, which China
claims as part of its mainland,

Wang said that the history and
the reality have proved that
“Taiwan independence” is the
biggest threat to the peace and
stability of the region.

Any support to “Taiwan
independence” will damage
regional peace and eventually
cause damage to itself, Wang
said.

He urged the US to state its
opposition to any “Taiwan inde-
pendence” moves clearly and
firmly uphold the commitments
made in the three China-US
joint communiques.

He also called on the US to
stick to its one-China policy
with concrete actions instead of
sending wrong signals to “Tai-
wan independence” forces.

Blinken was quoted by the
official media here as saying
that both sides are fully pre-
pared for the summit as it will
garner great attention around
the world.

On Friday, White House
Press Secretary Jen Psaki said
that President Biden will dis-
cuss with President Xi ways to
responsibly manage the compe-
tition between the United States
and China, as well as ways to
work together where our inter-
ests align.

Throughout, President
Biden will make clear US inten-
tions and priorities and be clear
and candid about our concerns
with the PRC, Psaki said in a
statement.

Russia’s Covid
deaths set
daily record

WARSAW: Polish police said
Saturday that the body of a
young Syrian man was found
in the woods near the border
with Belarus, the latest victim in
a political standoff at the Euro-
pean Union’s eastern border.

The regime in Minsk has for
months been encouraging ille-
gal migration across its border
into the EU nations of Poland,
Lithuania and Latvia.

All three countries are rein-
forcing their frontiers, seek-
ing to block the newly opened
migration route, and the situa-

tion is growing more dangerous
as winter approaches.

Polish police said the body of
a Syrian man about 20 years old
was found a day earlier near the
village of W lka Terechowska.

They said the exact cause of
death could not be determined
and that an autopsy would be
performed. It brings the death
toll now to at least nine reported
victims in the migration encour-
aged by Belarus’ longtime Presi-
dent Alexander Lukashenko.

Many of the migrants are
from Syria, Iraq, or elsewhere in

the Middle East, people seeking
to flee conflict and hopelessness
for the prospect of better lives
in Europe.

The crisis is creating another
point of tension between the
West and Belarus, and by exten-
sion with its closest ally: Russia.

Though Russia this week
sent nuclear-capable strategic
bombers and paratroopers to
patrol over Belarus, Russian
President Vladimir Putin denied
allegations of being involved in
creating the flow of migrants to
Europe. AGENCIES

MOSCOW: Russia is report-
ing a new daily high number
of COVID-19 deaths, while
the the total number of coro-
navirus infections during the
pandemic in the country has
topped 9 million.

The surge in daily deaths
and infections that began in
mid-September appeared to
plateau over the past week,
but the national coronavirus
task force said Saturday that a
record 1,241 people died from
the virus over the past day, two
more than the previous record
reported on Wednesday.
