DMK condemns police action 
against anti-CAA protesters

CHANDIGARH: In a ghastly 
incident, four children were 
burnt alive when a private 
school's mini van carrying stu-
dents caught fire in Punjab's 
Sangrur district on Saturday, 
police said. 

The accident took place on 
the Longowal-Sidsaachar road, 
they said, adding 12 children 
were in the van at the time of 
mishap. While eight children 
were taken out safely by people 
working in nearby fields, four, 
including a girl three-year-old 
girl, were charred to death, 
they added.

Punjab Chief Minister 
Amarinder Singh ordered a 
magisterial enquiry into the 
incident.

"Very sad to learn of the 
news from Sangrur where we 
lost 4 children because their 
school van caught fire. Injured 

have been rushed to the hos-
pital. DC and SSP Sangrur are 
on the spot and I have ordered 
a magisterial enquiry. Guilty 
will be strictly punished," he 
tweeted

The children were return-
ing home from school when 
the incident occurred,  
they said.

Sangrur Deputy Commis-
sioner Ghanshyam Thori, who 
visited the spot, told media that 
police had registered a case 
under Section 304 of IPC (cul-
pable homicide not amounting 
to murder) against the school 
principal, its management and 
the owner and driver of the 
van.

"Preliminary inquiry indi-
cates that the van was in con-
demned condition and was 
being run illegally as per the 
report of District Transport 
Officer (DTO). If the DTO 
or any official of his office 

is found guilty, he will be 
chargesheeted," he said.

He said the school situ-
ated at Longowal village was 
recently shifted to a new build-
ing on the outskirts of the 
village.

"The school has a tempo-
rary affiliation with the Pun-
jab School Education Board, 
while the van being used was 
condemned and without rel-
evant documentation," he said.

Sangrur Civil Hospital's 
senior surgeon, Dr Raj Kumar, 
said no child was admitted to 
the government hospitals in 
the district.

"The children who survived 
were taken away by their fami-
lies from the spot," he said.

Police sources said the van 
was of 1990's model fitted with 
LPG kit and was unfit to run 
on the road. The driver of the 
van fled the spot after the van 
caught fire, they said.

CHANDIGARH: A day after 
the Supreme Court rapped tele-
com companies for failing to 
pay their dues to the Depart-
ment of Telecommunications 
despite orders, the Congress 
lashed out at the Centre, accus-
ing it of "favouring" private 
players by deferring the recov-
ery of dues.

Congress leader and 
spokesperson Randeep Sur-
jewala said mobile phone users 
were also being fleeced to the 
tune of Rs 35,561 crore annu-
ally with a 40 per cent rise in 
tariffs.

Posing a question to the 
Union government, he asked, 
"What is the quid pro quo for 
Mr PM (Narendra Modi) for 
your decision, dated January 
3, 2020, to defer the recovery 
of Rs 1.02 crore from three tele-
com companies?".

The Congress leader also 
accused the Centre of defer-

ring the recovery of Rs 42,000 
crore (spectrum auction instal-
ment) for 2020-21 and 2021-22 
from the telecom companies in 
a Union Cabinet decision on 
November 29 last year.

"Is it a coincidence or exper-
iment? Will the BJP govern-
ment reveal the reason behind 
this 'as sem kripa' (immense 
kindness)," Surjewala asked.

Describing the displeasure 
of the apex court in the mat-
ter as the "stinging strictures" 
against the Union government, 
the Congress leader said Prime 
Minister Narendra Modi has 
"lost the moral, ethical and  
constitutional right to continue 
in his office even for a single 
day".

The Supreme Court on 
Friday threatened contempt 
proceedings against top exec-
utives of Bharti Airtel, Voda-
fone Idea and other telecom 
firms for failing to comply with 

its directive to pay an estimated 
Rs 1.47 lakh crore in past dues, 
and asked whether there was 
no law left in the country.

The Congress leader said 
the Supreme Court in Octo-
ber 2019 had directed Voda-
fone-Idea, Airtel Bharti, Tata 
Teleservices (now owned by 
Airtel) and Reliance Jio to pay 
Rs 1.02 lakh crore to the Cen-
tre towards adjusted gross rev-
enue (AGR) under the 1999 
telecom policy.

The Solicitor General of 
India had indicated the figure 
of Rs 1.02 lakh crore before the 
court at that time, though the 
media had put this figure at Rs 
1.47 lakh crore, he said.

Surjewala said within a 
month of the SC order, the tele-
com companies raised mobile 
tariffs by 40 per cent, thus put-
ting an additional financial 
burden on 112 crore prepaid 
subscribers. � MPOST

Centre favoured telecom companies 
by deferring recovery of dues: Cong 

Four children killed as school 
van catches fire in Punjab

BENGALURU: Three stu-
dents from Kashmir study-
ing at a private engineering 
college in Hubballi district of 
Karnataka were arrested on 
sedition charges for allegedly 
raising pro-Pakistan slogans 
and posting a video of it on a 
messaging platform, police said 
on Saturday.

Police said, according to 
preliminary information, the 
students are from Shopia-
nin Kashmir and action has 
been taken on the basis of a 
complaint from the college 
management. "We received 
information that three students 
hailing from Kashmir studying 
at the KLE Institute of Technol-
ogy had raised slogans support-
ing Pakistan.

They had made a video 
about it which has gone viral.

Immediately our team 
headed by Inspector Gokul 
Road station went to thespot 
and arrested them," Hubli-
DharwadPolice Commissioner 
R Dileep said.

Right wing activists, includ-
ing those from Bajarang Dal 

who had gathered near the 
college, demanded stringent 
action against the three.

As the students were being 
taken to the police station with 
their faces covered, an activist 
tried to attack them, but police 
escorted them safely.

The FIR has been lodged 
under IPC sections relating to 
sedition and affecting commu-
nal harmony, the official said.

"We are investigating, and 
whatever comes out as per evi-
dence, law and facts, we will 
take further action.

We will look into their 
background, whether anyone 
has tried to mislead them," 
Dileep said, adding that the 
arrest should not be seen as 
action against any particular 
community or region.

According to officials, the 
selfie video of the three has 
gone viral as they posted it on 
Whatsapp. In the video one of 
them can be purportedly seen 
initially uttering something 
with background music on, 
after which they chant 'Azadi' 
one after the other. Then join-

ing chorus to the music that is 
playing, they purportedly say 
"Pakistan Zindabad."

The music they played is 
said to be Pakistani military's 
media wing, the Inter-Services 
Public Relations (ISPR) song, 
which police said needs to be 
ascertained. The video seems to 
have been recorded at the col-
lege hostel, where the students 
were put up.

College principal Basa-
varaj Anami said the college 
has given complaint to the 
police and the students will be 
suspended.

The students were admitted 
under central quota and two 
are doing their first year civil 
engineering, while the other is 
a third year student in the same 
stream, he said. 

According to him, the three 
had made the video and posted 
it on WhatsApp.

"It came to our notice in 
the morning, following which 
I called the students immedi-
ately to my office, and informed 
the police," the principal told 
reporters. � AGENCIES

CHENNAI: Parties led by the 
DMK in Tamil Nadu on Sat-
urday lashed out at the police 
for alleged use of force on 
anti-CAA protesters here and 
sought action against personnel 
involved in it. With the govern-
ment coming under opposi-
tion attack over the violence, 
the ruling AIADMK reaffirmed 
its commitment to the Muslim 
community and said "Goeb-
bels like propaganda" against 
it would not work.

The city police appealed 
to the public to not to share 
any "provocative" messages on 
social media in this connec-
tion, even as anti-CAA protests 
by members of the Muslim 
community continued in dif-
ferent parts of the state.

Tamil Nadu Revenue Min-
ister R B Udayakumar said 
the "Amma government" had 
always accorded high prior-

ity for the welfare of Muslims 
and saw to it that they were 
not "even minutely affected" 
in any way.

Speaking to reporters in 
Madurai, he said Chief Min-
ister K Palaniswami and his 
deputy O Panneerselvam were 
"protecting the Muslims like 
their children and family mem-
bers." "Those unable to stom-
ach this are unleashing lies and 
Goebbels like propaganda, but 
that will not benefit them. The 
people will also not believe 
them," he said.

DMK President M K Stalin 
said Friday's protests had been 
held in a peaceful manner and 
sought to know why the police 
used force to disperse them.

"Lathicharge was done 
unnecessarily on the peace-
ful people for no reason and 
this prompted people across 
the state to take to the streets," 
Stalin said in a statement.

He said Friday had been 

turned into a "black night" for 
the protesters by the police.

On Friday, an anti-CAA 
protest by Muslims had turned 
violent when a group of pro-
testers clashed with police here, 
leaving four personnel injured.

The incident had led to 
sporadic protests across Tamil 
Nadu, including at Washer-

manpet in the city, where the 
violence erupted, but protest-
ers subsequently called off the 
agitation, following talks with 
City Police Commissioner AK 
Viswanathan.

Agitators had alleged police 
used force against them and 
that they were lathicharged.

On Saturday, Stalin 

demanded that any cases in this 
connection be withdrawn and 
sought action against police-
men who allegedly resorted to 
lathicharge.

Hitting out at the AIADMK, 
the DMK chief said while 
the ruling party had voted in 
favour of the amended Citi-
zenship Act in the Parliament, 
it was also not enacting an 
Assembly resolution against 
CAA, a demand putforth by 
his party.

Amma Makkal Munnetra 
Kazhagam leader T T V Dhi-
nakaran also targeted the gov-
ernment over the handling 
of the protest. "Using force in 
peaceful protests amounts to 
stirring up a hornet's nest," the 
independent legislator said in 
a statement.

The Vaiko-led MDMK 
adopted a resolution in its dis-
trict secretaries meeting, slam-
ming the police for allegedly 
using force against protestors.

Three engineering students from 
Kashmir held on sedition charges 

SHIMLA: The state Public Works 
Department has chalked out a plan 
to stabilise sinking portions of the 
historic Ridge in Shimla in two 
phases, an official said.

The Ridge has been sinking 
for several months on three sides-
-outside Gaiety Theatre, near Lak-
kar Bazar and DAV School.

Shimla PWD Superintending 
Engineer (SE) Suresh Kapoor said 
the sinking portions of the Ridge 
will be stabilised under the Shimla 
Smart City project.

In phase I, the sinking por-
tion outside Gaiety Theatre will 
be stabilised by constructing an 
RCC (reinforced cement concrete) 
structure at an estimated cost of Rs 
8 crore, Kapoor said. "We are wait-
ing for a technical report from the 
IIT-Roorkee to know whether the 
construction of an RCC structure 
outside Gaiety Theatre is feasible 
or not," he added.

The estimated cost of con-

structing RCC structures under 
phase II will be known only after 
preparing designs and drawings 
for it, he added.

Earlier in 1980s, a similar prob-
lem was faced in the area where 
Padam Dev Complex is situated 
now. An RCC structure was con-
structed in 1988-89 during the ten-
ure of first Shimla Mayor Adarsh 
Kumar Sood to tackle the problem.

"We created an RCC struc-
ture to stabilise the sinking por-
tion after getting a technical report 

from the IIT-Roorkee. A multi-
storey PD commercial complex 
was built beneath the RCC struc-
ture for the optimum utilisation of 
the space. On the top, we installed 
the statue of the late PM Indira 
Gandhi in 1990," former mayor 
Sood said. Welcoming the pro-
posal, he said it should have been 
done several years ago.

The IIT-Roorkee was engaged 
a few months ago to carry out a 
study to know the reasons behind 
the sinking Ridge and probable 
steps to stabilise it. It is likely to 
submit its report to the state gov-
ernment soon.

"We have already prepared the 
designs and drawings of phase 
I," Kapoor said, adding that after 
getting the technical report, the 
phase I of the project will be for-
warded to the Shimla Municipal 
Corporation and the Town and 
Country Planning Department for 
approval. � AGENCIES

NEW DELHI: TMC MP 
Derek O'Brien was the leading 
questioner in the Rajya Sabha 
in first half of the budget ses-
sion with 18 questions.

In total, 118 members of 
the upper house have raised a 
total of 1,120 unstarred ques-
tions seeking written replies 
from the government on vari-
ous issues concerning the poli-
cies, the Rajya Sabha secretariat 
said in a statement.

As many as 160 unstarred 
questions were replied on each 
of the seven days of the first 
phase of the session, which 
concluded on Tuesday. Out of 
the total unstarred questions, 
50 per cent were asked by only 
35 members of Rajya Sabha, the 
statement reads.

O'Brien was the lead ques-
tioner with 18 to his credit, fol-
lowed by YSRCP's Vemireddy 

Prabhakar Reddy with 17 and 
Independent MP Parimal 
Nathwani with 16 questions, it 
said. Ten members, including 
BJP's KJ Alphons, and Kumari 
Selja and T Subbarami Reddy 
of the Congress, raised 15 ques-
tions each.

Other members who raised 
large number of questions are: 
Vijay Goel and Narayan Rane 
of the BJP, and Shiv Sena's San-
jay Raut, all of whom raised 14 
questions each.  � AGENCIES

TMC’s Derek O’ Brien leading 
questioner in RS during first 

half of Budget Session

NEW DELHI: Experts from 
the All India Institute of Medi-
cal Sciences have now said that 
Celiac disease could likely be 
described as nearly being an 
epidemic in India as their stud-
ies have showed nearly 1 per 
cent of the population having 
the predisposing genetic mark-
ers for the disease. 

A panel of doctors, includ-
ing Dr Randeep Guleria, Direc-
tor, AIIMS, Dr Anoop Saraya, 
HOD, Department of Gas-
troenterology and Dr Govind 
Makharia, Department of Gas-
troenterology said the disease 
–which is basically an aller-
gic reaction to gluten –could 
be prevalent in around 60-80 
lakh people in the country and 
is only now being discovered 
because of more diagnosis that 
have now become possible due 

to proper infrastructure. 
The general concept of 

Celiac disease being prevalent 
only in the Western Hemi-
sphere has also led to the pro-
longed misconception that it 
could not be found in India, 
said the doctors in a Press con-
ference.  Dr Saraya said that for 
a long time, doctors in India 
thought it was something only 
observed in children but there 
needs to be public awareness 
that it is an auto immune dis-
ease that manifests due to the 
presence of certain genetic 
markers in people of all ages 
and across the globe. 

The disease occurs in peo-
ple who carry the HLA DQ2/
DQ8 gene and could mani-
fest at any age. The doctors 
explained that gluten, a large 
part of the protein found in 
wheat and barley, is digested 
by the human body with the 

help of an enzyme called Tis-
sue transglutaminase (TTG). 

When a person develops 
this disease, their immune 
system creates anti-bodies that 
attack the TTG enzyme lead-
ing to the patient not being 
able to digest gluten at all. The 
AIIMS experts said that some 
common symptoms include 
persistent and unresponsive 
diarrhoea and anaemia and 
malabsorption.  

Saying that the only way 
for someone with the disease 
to stay healthy is to avoid glu-
ten in their diet, the doctors 
added that they had tested as 
many as 700 gluten-free prod-
ucts available in Indian markets 
and found that 85 per cent are 
safe to consume and healthy. 

However, a more som-
bre finding from this study 
revealed that most of these 
products are way beyond the 

means of a large portion of the 
rural population who most 
commonly consume wheat and 
barley and are as likely to have 
the genetic markers for the dis-
ease as the urban population. 

On the other hand, Dr 
Guleria said that the disease 
also has a certain social think-
ing attached to it that has pre-
vented more diagnosis in India. 
He said that people in India 
generally associated the disease 
to something being restricted 
to the West which resulted in 
doctors not even considering 
Celiac as a possible diagnosis. 

But due to better testing kits 
available now more cases are 
being diagnosed, he said, add-
ing that the best way to con-
firm such a case would be to 
first identify the genetic mark-
ers and confirm the disease by 
a duodenal biopsy. 

Dr Makharia added that 

the public should not entertain 
arguments that misrepresent 
the disease as being "imported 
from the West". Dr Saraya said 
that the disease has always been 
prevalent across the globe and 
is just now being discovered in 
India in large numbers.

In addition, the senior doc-
tor said that neither is this dis-
ease caused by "modern wheat"; 
the disease can be triggered 
by gluten found in wheat that 
Indians have been consum-
ing for thousands of years. Dr 
Saraya added that the govern-
ment also needs to help spread 
awareness and take measures 
so that more gluten-free prod-
ucts are made available to a 
larger part of the populace. 

He also said that govern-
ments and food manufactur-
ers could go the extra mile to 
disclose whether products have 
gluten in them.
