6 killed in 130-vehicle pileup
on icy Texas interstate

DALLAS (US): A massive
crash involving more than 130
vehicles on an icy Texas inter-
state left six people dead and
dozens injured Thursday amid
a winter storm that dropped
freezing rain, sleet and snow
on parts of the US.

At the scene of the crash
on Interstate 35 near down-
town Fort Worth, a tangle of
semitrailers, cars and trucks
had smashed into each other
and had turned every which
way, with some vehicles on top
of others. "There were multi-

ple people that were trapped
within the confines of their
vehicles and requiring the use
of hydraulic rescue equipment
to successfully extricate them,"
said Fort Worth Fire Chief Jim
Davis.

At least 65 people were
treated at hospitals, with 36
of them taken by ambulance
from the crash site, including
three with critical injuries,
said Matt Zavadsky, spokes-
man for MedStar, which pro-
vides the ambulance service for
the area.

¢ Russia says it's ready

for split if EU imposes
new sanctions

MOSCOW: Russia is pre-
pared for a split with the Euro-
pean Union if the EU imposes
new crippling sanctions amid
a dispute over the treatment
of opposition leader Alexei
Navalny, the nation's top dip-
lomat warned Friday.

In response to a question
about Moscow's willingness to
rupture links with the EU, For-
eign Minister Sergey Lavrov
said in televised remarks that
Russia doesn't want to be iso-
lated but must increase its self-
sufficiency to face potential EU
sanctions.

We don't want to be isolated
from international life, but we
must be ready for that," Lav-
rov said. If you want peace, you
must prepare for war.

Asked if Russia is heading
toward a split with the Euro-
pean Union, Lavrov replied,
We proceed from the assump-
tion that we are ready for that.

He emphasised the impor-
tance of economic ties with the
27 EU nations, adding that Rus-
sia would continue engaging in
mutually beneficial coopera-
tion. At the same time, Lavrov
said, Russia must prepare for
the worst and increasingly rely
on its own resources.

"We must achieve that in
the economic sphere, if we see
again, as we have felt more than
once, that sanctions imposed
in some areas create risks to
our economy, including in the
most sensitive spheres, such
as supplies of parts and com-

ponents," the Russian foreign
minister added.

Kremlin spokesman Dmi-
try Peskov also said Russia
wants to maintain normal ties
with the EU but needs to pre-
pare for the worst, if the bloc
takes hostile actions.

If we face a destructive
course that will hurt our infra-
structure, our interests, Russia
must be ready in advance for
such unfriendly steps, Peskov
said during a call with report-
ers. We must be self-reliant.
We must ensure our security
in the most sensitive strate-
gic areas and be prepared to
replace everything we could
be deprived of with national
infrastructure in case madness
prevails and such unfriendly
actions take place.

Russia-EU relations have
sunk to new lows over Naval-
ny's arrest and imprisonment.

The opposition leader
was arrested Jan. 17 upon his
return from Germany, where
he spent five months recu-
perating from the nerve agent
poisoning he blamed on the
Kremlin.
