Political parties initiate
steps to form all-party govt

Lankan Cabinet to resign once all-party govt is formed: PMO

COLOMBO: With embattled
President Gotabaya Rajapaksa
confirming his intention to
resign as promised on Wednes-
day, Sri Lanka’s political parties
on Monday initiated steps to
form an all-party government
and subsequently elect a new
President on July 20 to prevent
the bankrupt nation sliding fur-
ther into anarchy.

President Rajapaksa has
officially conveyed to Prime
Minister Ranil Wickremesinghe
that he will resign on July 13 as
previously announced, the PM
Office said on Monday, days
after protesters stormed both
leaders’ homes in rage over the
government’s mishandling of
the country’s worst economic
crisis.

The entire Sri Lankan Cab-
inet will resign and hand over
their responsibilities to a new
all-party interim government as
soon as it is formed, Prime Min-
ister Wickremesinghe’s office
said on Monday, as the coun-
try grappled with political and
€conomic crises.

It said all members of the
cabinet have agreed to hand
over their responsibilities to a
new all-party government as
soon as it is formed.

“All the ministers who par-
ticipated in the discussion were
of the opinion that as soon as

UK PM race widens with
foreign minister Liz
Truss entering the fray

LONDON: The race to replace
Boris Johnson as Conservative
Party leader and the next Brit-
ish prime minister widened
further on Monday as Foreign
Secretary Liz Truss became
another high-profile contestant
entering the fray to go head-to-
head with British Indian former
minister Rishi Sunak.

Truss' junior minister in the
Foreign, Commonwealth and
Development Office (FCDO),
Muzaffarabad-born Rehman
Chishti, also entered the con-
test to become the second Pak-
istani-origin minister alongside
UK-born former Health Secre-
tary Sajid Javid.

It takes the total number
of candidates to 11, including
Indian-origin Attorney General
Suella Braverman, Iragi-ori-
gin Nadhim Zahawi, Nigerian-
origin Kemi Bedanoch, Tory
backbencher Tom Tugendhat,
former foreign secretary Jeremy
Hunt, Trade Minister Penny
Mordaunt and Transport Sec-
retary Grant Shapps.

Another senior Indian-ori-
gin candidate considering a
leadership bid is UK Home
Secretary Priti Patel, who is
expected to pitch herself as a
committed Brexiteer and is
reportedly looking to bring
other Brexit hardliners, like

Liz Truss

Braverman and Badenoch, into
her camp.

It comes as the 1922 Com-
mittee of backbench parlia-
mentarians, in charge of setting
the rules and timeframe for
the Conservative Party lead-
ership election, will be hold-
ing a crucial meeting later
on Monday.

The rules of the game and
the deadline for a final list of
initial candidates will become
clearer at the end of those dis-
cussions, chaired by senior Tory
MP Sir Graham Brady.

It will be a two-stage pro-
cess, with Conservative MPs
whittling down the field to two
final candidates through suc-
cessive rounds of voting, before
the wider Tory party member-
ship elect their winner. AGENCIES

announced, a statement from
the PM’s office said.

The Sri Lankan Parlia-
ment will elect the new presi-
dent to succeed Rajapaksa on
July 20, Speaker Abeywardena
announced on Monday.

The decision was taken dur-
ing a crucial all-party leaders
meeting held earlier in the day.

After receiving Rajapaksa’s
resignation on Wednesday, Par-
liament will convene on July 15
to announce the vacancy and
will reconvene on July 19 to
accept the nominations for the
post, Abeywardena said.

A parliamentary ballot will
be held on July 20 to elect the

new president, he said.

Under the Sri Lankan Con-
stitution, if both the president
and prime minister resign, the
Speaker of parliament will serve
as acting president for a maxi-
mum of 30 days.

The Parliament will elect a
new president within 30 days
from one of its members, who
will hold the office for the
remaining two years of the cur-
rent term.

Meanwhile, the main oppo-
sition party Samagi Jana Bala-
vegaya (SJB) said on Monday
that it is ready to lead the next
government to bring stability to
the bankrupt island nation as it
grapples with political and eco-
nomic crises and any resistance
to the move in Parliament will
be seen as a “treacherous act”

Prime Minister Wick-
remesinghe has already said
he was willing to resign and
make way for an all-party gov-
ernment to take over.

Reacting publicly for the
first time after his private
house was set on fire by anti-
government protesters on Sat-
urday, Wickremesinghe said
on Monday that only people
with a “Hitler-like mindset”
torch buildings and added that
there was a “background event”
that led to what transpired
that night.

Japanese PM Fumio
Kishida gets mandate

Blinken brings US condolences

TOKYO: Boosted by a new
mandate in weekend elec-
tions, Japanese Prime Minister
Fumio Kishida met Monday
with the U.S.'s top diplomat,
who delivered condolences
over the death of influential
former leader Shinzo Abe and
reassurances of a strong bilat-
eral alliance.

Kishida's governing Lib-
eral Democratic Party and
its junior coalition part-
ner Komeito secured a solid
majority in elections for par-
liament's upper, less power-
ful, chamber in a vote Sunday
that was imbued with mean-
ing after Abe was assassinated
while campaigning Friday.

U.S. Secretary of State Ant-
ony Blinken, who was in Indo-
nesia for a Group of 20 foreign
ministers meeting when Abe
was shot, gave Kishida a letter
from President Joe Biden to
Abe's family.

We simply want them to
know that we deeply feel the
loss on the personal level as
well, Blinken told Kishida.
Mostly I'm here because the
United States and Japan are
more than allies we are friends.

Blinken said Abe "did
more than anyone to elevate
the relationship between the

lence. It also may have gen-
erated sympathy votes, with
turnout around 52%, up about
3 points from the previous
48.8% in 2019.

Kishida on Sunday had
called the election extremely
meaningful: Our endeavor to
protect democracy continues.

The vote gave the LDP-led
coalition 146 seats in the 248-
seat chamber far beyond the
majority and means Kishida
stands to rule without inter-
ruption until a scheduled elec-
tion in 2025.

That would allow him to
work on long-term policies
such as national security, his
signature but still vague new
capitalism economic policy,
and his party's long-cherished
goal to amend the U.S.-drafted
postwar pacifist constitution.

Advancement on chang-
ing the charter is now a real-
istic possibility. With the help
of two opposition parties sup-
portive of a charter change, the
governing bloc now has two-
thirds majority in the chamber
needed to propose an amend-
ment. The governing bloc
already has secured support
in the lower house.

Putin extends
fast-track
citizenship to
all Ukrainians

KHARKIV: Russian Presi-
dent Vladimir Putin signed
a decree on Monday expand-
ing a fast-track procedure
to receive Russian citizen-
ship to all Ukrainians, in
yet another effort to expand
Moscow's influence in war-
torn Ukraine.

Until recently, only resi-
dents of Ukraine's eastern
Donetsk and Luhansk regions,
as well as residents of the
southern Zaporizhzhia and the
Kherson regions, large parts
of which are under Russian
control, were eligible for the
simplified procedure.
